School Uniform

We understand that children grow out of uniform and that worn
clothing sometimes needs replacing.

We kindly remind parents that a consent form must be completed
before any medication can be given at school. Prescription
medicines should be in-date, clearly labelled, in their original
packaging, and include dosage instructions. Antibiotics prescribed
three times a day should be taken outside school hours, while four
times a day doses can be administered at school with parental
consent. Parents are responsible for bringing and collecting
antibiotics daily. All medicines must be handed in at the school
office.
